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Overview
Funding for this scheme has been awarded by The National Lottery Community Fund. It recognises that communities affected by flooding have immediate needs, recovery needs and resilience needs. Two Ridings Community Foundation has already distributed grants to individuals and organisations to support those immediate and recovery responses and this funding will take the next step to supporting community resilience. 
This fund will distribute grants to community groups and organisations working to support communities affected by flooding. The specific geographical locations that the fund will support activity in are: 
· Snaith and East Cowick

· Swaledale and Wensleydale
There is further information below on the priorities for the fund and some examples of the types of projects that could be supported. 

Funding Priorities:
• Bring people together and build strong relationships in and across communities
Floods tear communities apart, and we want to help rebuild them. Activity supported through this may include: 

· Support Groups

· Befriending Activity

· Flood Response Group

· Organised Group Activities

• Improve the places and spaces that matter to communities 
Local groups and statutory agencies can have a role in helping prevent future problems. Activity supported through this may include: 

· Slow the flow projects

· Tree planting / hedge planting

· Climate projects

• Enable more people to fulfil their potential by working to address issues at the earliest possible stage.
Once people’s immediate needs are met, there can be mental health problems such as anxiety or depression; finance problems around debt, employment rights or benefits to contend with. Activity supported through this may include: 

· Counselling

· Financial Advice (debt / insurance support )

· Flood warning arrangements

· Community flood plans

*Applicants may apply for projects for work on their own land or for work on other land with the owner’s permission.
The applicant is responsible for checking if planning permission is required for any proposed works funded by the grant scheme. 

Grant size

There may be multiple ways that the panel might award the funds, though from past experience we expect it may be distributed in award amounts such as these:
5-7 grants up to £750

4-6 grants up to £5,000

1-2 grants up to £15,000

This is just initial guidance though. Please get in touch if you wish to discuss your project and funding needs.

Eligibility
Constituted groups and individuals can apply for grants from this scheme. All groups should meet our general eligibility criteria which can be found here: https://www.tworidingscf.org.uk/how-to-apply/
Groups must:
· Have a management committee with at least 3 unrelated members
· Be a voluntary organisation, community group, registered charity or other not for profit organisation
· Have a bank account in the group’s name (with two unrelated signatories as a minimum) 

Please get in touch if you are not a constituted group and would like support as we will be able to signpost you to organisations/people who can support you. 

The Process

Applying 
· Complete the online application form: https://ukcf.secure.force.com/forms/disasterandrecovery
· and attach supporting documents. If supporting documents cannot be attached then please forward these by email to grants@tworidingscf.org.uk 
If you experience any difficulties with completing the application or providing any of the requested documentation please let us know via email. 

Award
· An assessor may contact you to obtain further information, please ensure that the person named as the main contact is familiar with the application and can be available to discuss the detail.
· All Applications are considered by a local panel and the final decision cannot be changed.
· We will aim to get a decision to you within 4 weeks of receiving a completed application however we may ‘hold’ your application in a pipeline if we cannot fund it straight away.
· We will contact you by email to let you know the outcome. When we contact you we will copy in a trustee/member of your management committee so it is important that we have email addresses for your Board members.
· Payment runs will usually be done on a weekly basis. If your application is successful, provided we have everything we need, your payment will be made on the next payment run following your offer email.
