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Overview

The Yorkshire Coast Fund for Children and Young People Fund has been developed to increase opportunities for children and young people to thrive in the area formerly known as the Borough of Scarborough District. In particular it will help promote good mental health and wellbeing.
The fund will seek to distribute around £25,000 in small grants. 
The grants are designed to help voluntary organisations, community groups, small charities and other types of not for profit organisation based in the area served by the North Yorkshire coast. Grants are available to help groups undertake activities and events which will help to improve children and young people’s lives.
Grants are available up to £4,000.
Projects must aim to address local needs, seek to fill gaps, and must be co-produced in partnership with local children and young people. Priority will be given to projects where the grant covers the majority of the project costs.
Groups must:

· Serve the communities based in the area served by the area formerly know as Scarborough Borough Council,
· Have a management committee with at least 3 unrelated members,
· Be a voluntary organisation, community group, small charity or other not for profit organisation,
· Have a bank account in the group’s name (with two unrelated signatories).

· Work undertaken by or on behalf of statutory bodies 

· Work for the advancement of religion

· Work where the main beneficiaries are animals

· Work which does not directly benefit children and young people living in the area of benefit. 

· Overseas holidays or trips


The Process

Applying 
· Ensure you are eligible and that the fund is currently accepting applications.

· Complete the online application form.
Assessment and Award
· All eligible applications will be assessed. An assessor may contact you to obtain further information or to arrange an evaluation. This may be over the telephone or in person.

· All Applications are considered by a local panel. The final decision cannot be changed and no discussion will be entered into although we will try to provide constructive feedback if we can.
· In certain circumstances applicants will be awarded a pledge. This is the promise of a grant if/    when certain conditions are met.  

· Following the panel meeting, we will contact you by email to let you know the outcome. 
Monitoring and Completion
· When your project is complete, you must fill in an End of Grant Monitoring Form. You will not be eligible to apply for further grants from this scheme until we have received this form as it finalises your grant. 

· We aim to undertake monitoring visits on a proportion of funded applications and we will contact you to arrange a visit if this is required.

· Successful applicants must ensure that Two Ridings Community Foundation is included in any publicity and our logos will be provided for this purpose.
